About Our Worship Service

Our liturgy (i.e., worship service) follows the logic of the gospel and the historic
pattern of God’s covenant people. The main movements are as follows:

Calling - God takes the initiative, moves toward us with grace, and
invites us to worship him.

Cleansing -  God reminds us that we are forgiven in Christ and loved as
his children.

Communion - God nurtures us through his Word and invites us to His
table to partake of his grace.

Commission - God blesses us and sends us out into His world as His
ambassadors.

We realise that the flow and content of the service may be unfamiliar, so we’ve
included a few notes under each element that offer some explanation. Feel free to
participate actively or to just listen and observe.

Please feel free to take this worship guide with you to use for personal worship and
devotional time throughout the week.
